Before signing your children up for any activities listed below, please note the 
following: 
 
l)  Siblings, older or younger, are not permitted to wait for participants on school 
premises. Carers who come to collect non-participants must take them out of the 
school at 4.15 p.m. promptly and return for others at hour indicated for each activity 
to end.   
 

2) Children signed up for Football/Basketball League, as detailed on the next page, 
take all their belongings to the pitch where they are to be collected.  They may not 
return to school. 
 

3) As places are limited, they will be allocated in the following order: 
 
a) pupils who have previously been enrolled in the activity at ISM 
b) children in KS2

d) Reception, only if places are available. 
 

4) Please bear in mind that if any child is constantly late being picked up after 
school or after class, he/she will be eliminated from the activity – or any other extra 
curricular participation - and the place offered to the first on the waiting list. Once 
children have been collected from after school activities they must go straight home.

RIDING: Wednesdays, Year 1 – Year 10 
Children leave school at 4.00 p.m., by school bus, returning at approx. 6.45 p.m. The stable is 
SAN JORGE, just off A1, km. 23.  The fee is upwards of 400 € - depending on level and use, or 
not, of return bus. There is a limit to the number in a group varying from 10 (2 groups of 5) for 
beginners to 7-10 for others.  Valerie is the person to contact for this and she will provide you with 
further information. 
 
FOOTBALL AND BASKETBALL LEAGUE: Wednesdays and Fridays, Years 4 - 6 
Children wishing to participate in the Football or Basketball leagues must attend training on both 
Wednesdays and Fridays. On Saturday mornings matches are held at local sports pitches. It is 
imperative that children attend these matches. 
 
Mr. Daniel has agreed to oversee these activities and it is he, or any of the coaches with a 
particular group/team who should be consulted if you have any queries. Children signed up for 
Football or Basketball league take all their belongings to the pitch where they are to be 
collected.   
 
Fees:  Approx. 25 € - per month 
 
NOTE:  
In case of rain, or other inclement weather, classes of football/basketball will be cancelled and 
pupils MUST be collected before 4.15 p.m. If it should start to rain at 4.00 p.m. or early on during 
the class, children will be taken to a designated classroom and they must be picked up in school 
playground by 5.00 p.m. Please do not call the school to ask whether it is raining in Chamartín.

MUSIC CLASSES 
Please contact Mrs. Carveth or Mr. Roberto to arrange for music classes.

RELIGION   
Religion classes are of a Christian nature and, in Year 4, the children are prepared for their First 
Holy Communion.  These classes are timetabled during the school day and are given by Mrs. 
Mazón or Eva Martín.  The fee for RE classes – from Year 1 up - is 20 € per term.  Additional 
charges will be made for First Communion candidates to cover expenses for use of church and 
ceremony. Those not participating in Religion will study Citizenship.  
If you do not wish your child to take place in Religion classes, please let us know. 
 
SWIMMING: Nursery to Year 2 
These classes take place during school day. They are optional in Nursery, Reception and Year 1 
and compulsory in Year 2, but we strongly recommend that the children participate because they 
offer very good preparation for the KS2 swimming classes which begin in Year 3. In early 
September you will be advised of days and times. We will assume that your child will take part in 
swimming lessons, unless you inform us otherwise.
